To continue to achieve these results requires massive and ongoing investment in facilities and staff,
resulting in pressures to necessitate a fee increase.

Our financial advisors have recommended a daily increase of $10 per horse, but as recognition of the
support we receive from owners, Darren had decided a $5 daily fee increase and deferred the remaining $5
daily increase until March 2016. Your September accounts will indicate this fee adjustment and GST.
Darren is appreciative of the privilege of training your horses and thanks you for your ongoing support
and loyalty.
