Praecereus started it off with a very narrow victory 
in the Benchmark 64 Handicap over 1600m where he 
was ridden by Brad Rawiller. Torelli and Mark Zahra 
then got us the running double leading all the way 
with a solid two length win before Telopea made it 
three in a row defeating Kansas Sunflower by 0.75 
lengths in the 1300m Benchmark 78 Handicap.  
In the last race of the day Stormcraft put in a super 
performance first up. After being caught extremely 
wide, he stormed home in the straight and with the 
judge being unable to find a margin we had to share 
the final win with the Corstens trained Swiss Kiss.  
Stormcraft has since gone on to win again, taking out 
the Benchmark 70 Handicap on the synthetic track at 
Pakenham on June 22nd with an easy 1.25 length 
margin for the judge this time.

After being narrowly defeated at his first two 
jumps starts, those being at Warrnambool (0.2 
lengths) and Hamilton (0.5 lengths) Fledged 
finally broke through at his third hurdle start. It 
was a well deserved victory at Pakenham in the 
3500m Maiden Hurdle. Ridden by Brad McLean, 
he settled just off the pace in the early stages 
before taking over the lead at the 2000m. After a 
sticky jump, the race favourite took over the 
running clearly at the 1000m, but McLean didnõt 
panic and when the favourite started to feel the 
pinch at the top of the straight Fledged hit the 
lead again and went on with a solid 2 length win!

The Swan Hill Carnival is over for another year and the stable tallied up a total of five winners and seven minor placings 

over the three days, with the highlight definitely being Thermal Currentõs victory in the $100,000 Golden Topaz on Day 1.

turn and getting the run through, Thermal Current proved too strong winning by 1.5 lengths. Stablemate Mirage finished 
fourth beaten three lengths.

He then went 
on to prove victorious by 1.5 lengths in an Open 
Handicap at Moonee Valley. 
Voodoo Lad is a very honest gelding, boasting 
quite an impressive record ð that being he has 
never missed a place in all of his 11 runs.  
He will now continue on with his preparation 
and hopefully onto bigger and better things!
